     Identical state public transportation funding legislation
     Helps public transit agencies across the Commonwealth fund daily operations, as well as maintain a state of good repair on capital investments
     Dedicates an additional 3.21 percent of EXISTING sales tax revenues to public transportation
     Removes $75 million cap placed on the 1.22 percent state sales tax revenue dedicated to transit under Act 3 of 1997 
     Generates approximately $282 million annually in additional funding for public transportation statewide
     Generates approximately $64 million in additional funding for Port Authority
     Bi-partisan support in Senate and House
     Legislative action critical when General Assembly returns in the fall
